2007 CDBG housing rehab grant has been closed out.  There are currently 99 
applications on file for the 2008 grant. 
 
Wastewater Commissioners have voted a moratorium on any new applications for tie ins 
until the issues in Ocean Park have been resolved.  The Leonardo property will be 
developed for additional leaching.

Selectman Ross motioned to send a letter to the County in support of the concept of the 
County assuming responsibility for the animal shelter, seconded by Selectman Wey.

Dredging in Sengekontacket Pond was discussed, the deeper it is dredged, the more 
expensive it will be.  Starting the project could begin as soon as September.
